Founding Meeting of the
Canadian Society for
Industrial Heritage

On November 23, 1991, a meeting was held in
Buckingham, Quebec, near Ottawa, to formally
establish an organization for the preservation
of Canada’s industrial heritage, which can trace
its roots back to 1988. Its mandate is the encour-
agement of the study, protection and interpre-
tation of preindustrial and industrial vestiges
and the promotion of related informative
activities.

The Society has more than 60 members
residing in all provinces. They include re-
searchers, educators, museologists, architects,
engineers and persons affiliated with scientific
and heritage groups as well as unions and pri-
vate enterprise. A newsletter, Machines, which
is published twice a year, aims to disseminate
information related to all projects that are con-
ducted in the field of industrial heritage across
the country, preservation of sites, collecting of
artifacts and archival material, reviews of books,
conferences, seminars, etc.

The activities of the Society are concen-
trated on organizing the membership, produc-
ing Machines, fundraising and publications. It
also plans to host an international conference
on industrial heritage in 1994,

In addition, it is involved in projects related
to training seminars in industrial archaeology
in cooperation with universities, museums and
other similar organizations. The Society is also
working on the definition of criteria for desig-
nating five sites which are representative of
Canada’s industrial heritage for nomination to
UNESCO World Heritage Sites.
