Authors should 
assume an audience that is not familiar with the theory, jargon, or literature that 
characterizes distinct fields of academic writing. The principal aim of this 
publication is to cultivate a forum for the discussion and dissemination of 
educational ideas, research, and developments to the general public and not only 
to academics or educationists.
